From Rt. 22: Take Rt. 33 South. *Get off at first exit 

(William Penn Highway), turn left, go approximately 1/4 

mile,* turn left onto Chipman Road, continue on to stop 

sign and continue on to Retreat House, hidden from view, 

entry is on the right.  

 

From Rt. 78: Take Rt. 33 North to 2nd exit, William Penn 

Highway, turn right, continue onto Chipman Road as 

above.
